Is the 24™ of the
month (4) at the beginning or the end of these?

What sounds like something in Revelation?

Is this a picture of angelic warfare, do you think?

Who is this entity of such awesome appearance?

Any suggestions as to what this “fight against the prince of
Persia” (20) — and, with that context, “the kings / kingdom of Persia”
(13) might mean?

And “Michael, one of the chief princes” (13), “your prince”
(21) — and presumably also 12:1? Michael as in Jude 9 and
Revelation 12:77?
